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INTRODUCTION.

Tag first publication of the papers contained in this volume having occurred at a point bat little known
10 the public, and, as one might say, almost beyond the pale of civilization, it is deemed not inappropriate to
give u brief nccount of the rise and progress of the expedition which gave birth to these productions.

The enterprise of connecting the two continents by telegraph, via the Amoor River, and Behrings Straits,
had long occupied the minds of scientific and commercial men, but it was not until under the administration of
President Pierce, when Perry McDonough Colling, Exq., was appointed Commereial Agent at the mouth of the
Amoor River, that any definite steps were taken in regard to it.  Mr. Colling succeeded in obtaining proper
authority and suitable franchises from the Rossian and English Governments,  The former Government agreed
fo connect St. Petersburg with Nicolaefsk, at the mouth of the Amoor River, and to afford all possible facilities
to the American Company in the prosecution of the work through Siberia. - Mr. Collins transferred his interest
in the matter to the Western Union Telegraph Co., who commenced active operations in 1864 - 1565,

The work was placed under the charge of Col. Chas. S, Bulkley, a man eminently qualified, both as a
business man, and one of the most distinguished electricians in the world, for the management of so giguntic
an enterprise.  In the spring of 1865, Col. Bulkley made o preliminary trip to New Archangel, to make neces-
SATY Wrrangements with the Russian American Commercial Co,, for the successful prosecution of the business,
awd the bark Clara Bell, and the schooner Milton Badger were dispatched from New York, to Sitka, laden
with material and stores. In July, 1865, Col. Bulkley sailed from San Francisco with about 30 cuployees de-
signed for the work of exploration. These parties left for Sitka on the steamer Gen. 8. Wright, ad the bark
Godden Gate.  Arriving at this port, they met the vessels previously ordered thither, from New York.,  From
Sitka a small party were sent to the Anadyr River, N, E. 5, while the main portion of the party rendezvonsed at
Plover Bav.

Evimon EsQUIMAUX:—As thisis a subject in which we
all wre interested, | think the following will be acceptable
to your readers.

The Western Union Telegraph, or Russian Extension,
has a capital of Thirty Millions of Dollurs ($30,000,000).
It embraces n line of telegraph from San Francisco to
Noew Westminster, British Columbia (the northern ter-
minus of the State Telegraph, California), through British
Columbia to Cape Prince of Wales, and thence across
Behrings Straits to East Cape, or if found more practi-
cable from Remanzoff to St, Lawrence Island, and from
thence to Cape Tehuktehi, and thence inlund around
the Sea of Okhotsk to the mouth of the Amoor River.
At this point we will be joined by a line of telegraph
now constructing by the Russian Government. It will
connect with Irkoutsk where a line begins which stretch:
es throngh Tomsk and Omsk in Western Siberia, and
Kathrinberg on the Asiatic frontier — Permkasan, Nijui
Novogorod and Moscow, to St. Petersburg.

The Telegraph Line was first projected by Perry Me
Donough Colling, Esq., United States Commission Agent
at the Amoor River,

The chief dificulty is the extent of country to be
traversed, it being a wild, rugged surface, and very
mountainons, The distance to be traveled in British
Columbia is from #ix to eight hundred miles, in Russia
about nineteen hundred. The length of cables to be
wsed in the work is four hundred miles. The distance
from East Cape by inland passage aronnd the settlements
of Okhotsk, Ayvran, and Shavters Bay to the mouth of
the Amoor river, s about twenty-five hundrod (29500)
miles. The entire length of the Telegraph Line will be
about fifty-four hundred miles,

W ot woond stopping places cach night both going

theumtri hl‘ﬂ;ﬂﬂ coast; we laid over one day on
p trip, in consequence of the bad weather.

_The Inst day’s travel was the worst, being among the
hills, and the wind blowing snow in our eves to such an
?Ilﬂﬂt that it was with di i{.':llh;l.* we could see our guide
in advance of the dogs.  Kingeghn was a welcome sight
(o us that night, and when we arrived, the natives. scom-
ing to understand our condition, hustled us into their
warm houses, and quickly disrobed us of our wet cloth-
ing; wo soon enjoved a nice, hot supper. After a rost
we were invited to the Paloly, or dance house, by the
Chief at whose residence we were stopping.  Th give
a correct description of this exhibition, i1s beyvond onr
power.  The honse was about twenty fect Hlll;llrl‘, built
with an underground entrance ; around the walls were
placed seats or shelves for the spectators, one side of
which was occupied by the musicians ; two raised plat-
forms at the side served as galleries for the voutl, who
buidd on all tours, and thus looked at the I[un:l'unu:uu'u ;
the center of the room was piled with all kinds of con-
ceivible Esquimaunx dishes, from the tiny fish to the oily
Walrus stew, which gave us the idea that it was to a feast
we had been invited,  After some delay the show com-

menced, the erowd in the meantime tocking in: men,
woimnen and children, until there must have been no less
than 150 Indians present, who gazed at us ontside bar-
barians as if we had dropped from the moon.  The musie,
voenl and instrumuntal, soon got the dancers excited, and
stripped to the waist, with their faney knee-breeches and
decorated boots, their heads set off with beads and feathe
Crs, |||u:r Inm*-“'lm'utl i frantic manner, At one time
we counted 14 stalwart men on the Hloor, twisting their
hodies in all conceivable shapes, and deafening ears with
their demoniae screeching.

The seats we occupied were on the side shelf, under-
neath which was placed an oil lamp for purposes of light
and warmth, The Captain’s position was immedintely
over the center Hlame, and lis frequent attempt at chango
ol base, told too lllili"l}’ whaut eflect the blaze had on him.
Al last, forbearanee ceased to be a virtue, and he goon
expressed a wish to leave, when we bid our friends good
night, and retired to rest, but alas! not to sleep! The
heat was intolerable, and our bed, also on a side shelr

scarcely five feet long, layving with our heads ontwards,
andd when Morphens would bless us with a nod, we would
awake to lind our heads rl“:hltg over the utl;;'u of the beds,
— el so.wepussed the night.

Next morning we had a chance to view the place,
The village is situated on Point I|lu Prince of Wales,

ubout 85 miles north of here ; is built partly on a sude
hill, and consists of some N houses, with a population,
as npear us owe couald compute during onr stay, of D0
Tawewits,  The sight that met our gaze on the first morn-
iu;, lrom the Iu[n ol our Imll.-:u, wWias i strange _ullu 1oy 18,
We were on the side hill, which was covered with women
intently gazing on an immense crowd, assembled on riis-
od grround about one-fourth of & mile distant, and who
scemed to be attending a mass meeting, or listening to
aw stump oration.  On enquiry we learned that the gath-
ering wis on account ol bal weather and-lack of core-comw,
and for the purposes of making offerings and prayers for
more food amd temperate sefami. During the day we
vitited two more dance honses, where the same performe-
anee wis earried on as on the Il-n':\'inl'l.-' Ili;..':hl. At all the
halls they presented ns with some rope and a lew preces
of bone, and at one place a few er::kru crackers;: o
strange thing to reeecive from the Esquimanx.  They, of
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course, expected a return, which we gave them in the
ghape of tobaceo, and every one expecting a piece, the
amount of weed thus digpensed was not inconsiderable.

On the third and last night of onr stay here, o small
incident happened which showed what effect whisky has
over the savage. While eating our supper, one of the
chiefs who we had seen here, rushed frantically into
our host’s honse, his eves bloodshot and staring, and have
ill:.'.' m his hand a hnttqh- mml:liuillg a little hre walter,
which showed that but a short tine since it had been
dimished to its present l|tl:mtit_‘r - ot s hieels were some
twenty-live or thirty others, who secmed to be his attend

A Word or Two about our Native Neighbors.

As regards the industrial pursuits of tht Esquimaux,
we find the following, in a lecture read before the Ethno-
logical Society, of London, by R. M. King, M. ., as far
back ns 1846 :

Hawramions.—In Greenland the permancnt honse in
built of stone, and turl as a substitute for mortar ; it is
about three feet high, and is divided into several apart-
ments, ench occupied by different fumilies, A shelf, or
bench is raised at one side of the room, for sleeping on.
and is used as a seat during the day.  Along the north-

ern const of America, the houses are principally  con- |
structed of drift-wood, and bwlt mach like the above.

At Norton Sound, a sloping roof, without any sidle walls,
characterizes the buildings.  The floor is formed of logs,
(the entrunce being at one end), with a fireplace within
it, and a small hole for the escape of smoke.  From Nor-
ton Sound to Point Barrow, the houses vary, according
to the nature of the ground. Some, are wholly above
ground ; some have the roof sgearcely raised above it
u.ml ul]l'l.!l'll I‘I:Hl‘lllhh: those uf }Inrtnn :':mlnlL ll.llll \"Ll'iliil:r.
They all agree in being built of drift-wood, covered
with peat, and in having the light admitted throngh
a parchment window in the roof. The most extraordi-
nary houses are those congtructed of the bones of whales,
walrng, and other animals.  Sir Martin Forbisher men-

tions them ns existing in Labrador ; they are bailt cir- |

enlar, and of domelike form, the foundation being ol
atones. and the rest of bones, inclining mwards, and
meeting at the top ; they are about 18 feet at the base,
and 9 feet high, The entrance, like the majority ol
Esquimanx dwellings, consists of a passage ten feet long,
and not more than two feet in height and breadth, and
covered like the hut with turf.  Franklin’s account of his
first trip, mentions the snow house, which shows the -
rennity of the native, in using the materials at hand, for
hiﬂ protection against the weather.  He says: * having
selected a spot, the workmen commence by tracing ont u
circular line, in size proportioned to the number of
people who are to uu'n-ur}' the premises, and then prepare
n number of oblong slabs of snow, =ix inches, by two
feet long. These slubs are piled one wpon the other,
care being taken to make them fit nicely, by running «
kuife under each block.  Tier after tier is thos lad by
one mon, within the wall, who is supplied with building
material by ontside assistants, When the wall has attain-
ed a lu'igll'l of five or six fl‘vL he ents a hole on the sonth
side, near the ground, which s to answer for a door.
The hut is finished by inclining the snow slabs inwards
until they meet, and then snow is shoveled on the ont-
sicde, muking the house air-tight. A passage way is then
built, and coverped in the same manner as the dwelling.
For light o round hole is cut in the side, and a cirenlar
plate of fresh water ice let into it. The natives ean gen-
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erally finishone of these houses in forty-five minutesto an
hour. They also build ice dwellings in the above man-
ner, and very beautiful they look thews tran=parency.
The summer houses or huts are built of skins, and bheing
portable, are moved wherever the whim of the oecupant
chooses. *Folding their tents like the Arabs, and as
quietly steal away.”

Sr.eps.—Their manufacture of these means of ice tra-
vel, display an ingenuity which would put to shame some
of our preminm mechanics,
